The balance and silky texture imparted in the 

wine is scintillating. Layers of mocha, blueberry cordial, sagebrush, creme de cassis and shades 

of eucalyptus flavors all marvelously combine on the palate and build up to the exceedingly 

long finish.”

It was aged in 

100% new French oak for 22 months. The alcohol weighed in at 14.5%. Deep garnet-purple 

in color, it charges out of the gate with bold expressions of warm cassis, wild blueberries, 

and black raspberries, plus hints of chocolate box, menthol, tapenade, smoked meats, and 

pencil lead. Medium to full-bodied, the palate is bursting with vibrant black fuits, framed by 

fantastically ripe, fine-grained tannins and lovely freshness, finishing long and mineral-laced. 

Pairs perfectly with a well marbled ribeye.

The 2018 proprietary red bland Amuse Bouche is composed of 92% Merlot and 8% Cabernet 

Franc. Deep garnet-purple in color, it bursts from the glass with bombastic scents of ripe black 

plums, boysenberries and Black Forest cake with hints of Morello cherries, star anise, cardomom 

and red roses, plus a touch of garrigue. The medium to full-bodied palate is an exercise in 

poise, delivering loads of vibrant black fruit and exotic spice flavors with bold freshness plus 

exquisitely ripe, rounded tannins, finishing with fantastic length and perfume. Absolutley 

stunning!

After assempling thirty-six of fify-eight lots, the wine was returned 

to barrel for a further twelve months. As a classic Monte Bello, it will benefit from a decade of 

aging and develop over another 20 years.
